In year 1 children will complete preparing for place value and punctuation.

In Year 1 children will understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by 
· Discussing the main events of the story. 
· Discussing the characters in the story. 
· Discussing the words that the author has used. 

In year 1 children will use Talk for Writing to immerse themselves in a class text by 
· Using story maps to internalise texts, 
· Take part in drama to help them to understand    texts  
· Investigate text to use authorial devices. 
· Retelling and innovating texts.

	Maths
	Multiplication and Division
· Children will develop their understanding of multiplication as repeated addition.
· They will understand the difference between equal and not equal groups.
· They will use their knowledge of skip counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.
· They will use concrete, pictorial and abstract representations, such as arrays, to find the total of multiple equal groups and doubles.
· Children will move on to grouping and sharing.

Fractions
· Children will learn how to find halves and quarters of both shapes and groups of objects. 
· Children will be able to use strategies to find halves and quarters. 

Position and Direction
· Children will learn how to describe rotations such as quarter, half, three-quarter and whole turns.
· They will use this knowledge to give and follow route instructions. 
· Children will learn to describe the position of an object in relation to other objects, using the words ‘above’, ‘below’, ‘left’, ‘right’ and ‘between’.

Numbers to 100
· Children will develop their understanding of numbers to 100.
· They will begin by counting beyond 50 and noticing the counting patterns. 
· They will use a 100 square and other pictorial representations. 
· Children will count by counting the 10s first and then the 1s. 
· They will position numbers on a number lie and use these to compare two 2-digit numbers. 
· Children will find one more and one less than numbers to 100. 

Money
· Children will learn to recognise coins and banknotes and their values. 
· They will learn that the values of a coin or note depends on both the numerical value assigned to it and the unit (pounds or pence) that are involved.

Time
· Children will develop their ability to tell the time by reading an analogue clock or watch.
· They will estimate and compare durations.
· Carry out simple calculations involving time. 
· They will develop their understanding of units of measurement of time (hours and minutes).
· They will use vocabulary to understand durations of time and ordering events in time.
