	Maths
	Multiplication and Division
Pupils will solve problems, including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division, including positive integer scaling problems and correspondence problems in which n objects are connected to m objects.

They will write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables that they know, including for two-digit numbers times one-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods.

Money 
Pupils will record money in £ and pence. They will convert money, add and subtract amounts of money and solve problems that include finding change.

Statistics
Year 3 will present information in different ways including pictograms, bar charts and tables. They will answer questions based on information presented.


Length
Measure length in millimetres, centimetres and metres. They will compare length, add and subtract length and measure the perimeter of shapes.
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	Science
	Animals including Humans
We will continue learning –
know about the importance of a nutritious, balanced diet.
know how nutrients, water and oxygen are transported within animals and humans.
know about the skeletal system of a human.
know about the muscular system of a human.
know about the purpose of the skeleton in humans and animals.

Plants
In Year 3 we will learn to
Identify and describe the functions of different parts of the flowering plant: roots, stem/trunk/leaves and flowers
Explore the part flowers play in a flowering plants life cycle, including: pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal
Explain the requirements of plants for life and growth (air, light, water, nutrients from soil, room to grow) and how they vary between plants
Know the way in which water is transported between plants.

	PSHE
	In Year 3 pupils will –

During the Spring term, Year 3 pupils will focus on building positive relationships, understanding forgiveness, staying safe, and developing awareness of mental health and equality. Through the Ten: Ten – Created to Love Others programme, children will explore Jesus’ teachings on forgiveness and reconciliation, learning how relationships can be repaired when things go wrong. They will develop their understanding of different types of relationships, including friendships and family, and discuss what it means to be a good friend.

Children will also learn to recognise bullying, including cyberbullying, and explore strategies to respond safely and seek help. Online safety is a key focus, with pupils learning how to protect personal information and stay safe when using technology. In addition, lessons will support children in identifying early signs of emotional distress in themselves and others, linked to Children’s Mental Health Week.

Towards the end of the term, pupils will explore diversity, fairness, and equality within their community, developing an understanding of racism and the importance of treating everyone with respect. These sessions encourage thoughtful discussion, empathy, and active listening.
