In Year 4 children will understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by
· checking that the text makes sense them
· discussing their understanding and explaining the meaning of words in context
· drawing inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions and justifying their inferences with evidence.
· making predictions based on text and from knowledge of other books
· asking questions to ensure understanding of a text
· identify the main ideas from more than one paragraphs in a text and summarise these  
· identifying how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning

Children in Year 4 will: 
· plan their writing using talk for writing to understand and learn from its structure
· compose and rehearse sentences orally
· organise paragraphs around a theme
· use simple organisational devices such as headings and sub-headings
· evaluate and edit their own and others writing
· make improvement by proposing changes to grammar and vocabulary to improve consistency
· proof read their writing for spelling and punctuation errors.
Children will
· Use speech marks accurately to punctuate direct speech
· Use a variety of conjunctions to clarify relationship between ideas (e.g. but, so, when, because, while)
· Appropriate choice of pronoun or noun within a sentence to avoid ambiguity and repetition
· Apostrophes to mark singular and plural possession (e.g. the girl’s name, the boys’ boots)
· Use of commas after fronted adverbials and after subordination (e.g. Later that day,)
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	RE
	Our Lady and Saint Benedict Catholic Academy has been chosen to work alongside the Diocese and take part in the Trial of the New RE Curriculum (RED).  During this time, we will be working closely with the Diocese to ensure that the New RE Curriculum supports the Teaching and Learning of RE across all Year Groups and is progressive and meets the needs of all learners.   The new RE curriculum is entitled 'To Know you More Clearly'. It consists of 6 branches which are spread out over the academic year. Due to the release of the branches the children will be learning about the Liturgical Year out of sequence.   
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	Maths
	Multiplication and division
· solve problems involving multiplication and addition, including using the distributive law to multiply two digit numbers by one digit, integer scaling problems and harder correspondence problems such as n objects are connected to m objects
· multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number using a formal written layout
· recognise and use factor pairs and commutativity in mental calculations
· use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally, including: multiplying by 0 and 1; dividing by 1; multiplying together three numbers

Fractions 
· count up and down in hundredths; recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by one hundred and dividing tenths by ten
· recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions
· solve problems involving increasingly harder fractions to calculate quantities, and fractions to divide quantities, including non-unit fractions where the answer is a whole number

Measurement
· find the area of rectilinear shapes by counting squares 
· estimate, compare and calculate different measures, including money in pounds and pence.

Decimals
· recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths
· solve simple measure and money problems involving fractions and decimals to two decimal places
· find the effect of dividing a 1- or 2-digit number by 10 and 100, identifying the value of the digits in the answer as ones, tenths and hundredths
· count up and down in hundredths; recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by one hundred and dividing tenths by ten
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	Science
	States of Matter
Children will:
· group materials based on their state of matter (solid, liquid, gas)
· know how some materials can change state
· explore how materials change state 
· measure the temperature at which materials change state 
· know about the water cycle 
· know the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle

Sound
Children will:
· know how sound is made  
· know how sound travels from a source to our ears.
· know how sounds are made, associating some of them with vibrating
· know the correlation between pitch and the object producing a sound 
· know the correlation between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it  
· know what happens to a sound as it travels away from its source.
