Key objectives:
· drawing inferences such as inferring characters' feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence

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	RE
	Our Lady and Saint Benedict Catholic Academy has been chosen to work alongside the Diocese and take part in the Trial of the New RE Curriculum (RED).  During this time, we will be working closely with the Diocese to ensure that the New RE Curriculum supports the Teaching and Learning of RE across all Year Groups and is progressive and meets the needs of all learners.   The new RE curriculum is entitled 'To Know you More Clearly'. It consists of 6 branches which are spread out over the academic year. Due to the release of the branches the children will be learning about the Liturgical Year out of sequence.  
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	Maths
	Decimals:
· Calculate decimal and fraction equivalents e.g. 0.375 and 3/8.
· Identify the value of each digit in numbers given to three decimal places.
· Multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000 giving answers up to two decimal places.
· Multiply one digit numbers with up to two decimal places by whole numbers.
· Use written division methods in cases where the answer has up to two decimal places.
· Solve problems involving rounding.
Percentages:
· Compare and order fractions including fractions >1
· Multiply simple pairs of proper fractions, writing the answer in its simplest form.
· Multiply one digit numbers with up to two decimal places by whole numbers.
· Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages.
· Solve problems involving the calculation of percentages. E.g. 15% of 360 and use percentages for comparison.
Algebra:
· Use simple formulae
· Generate and describe linear number sequences.
· Express missing number problems algebraically.
· Find pairs of numbers that satisfy an equation with two unknowns.
· Enumerate possibilities of combinations of two variables.

Measure- perimeter, area and volume:
· To recognise that shapes with the same areas can have different perimeters and vice versa.
· Recognise when it is possible to use formulae for area and volume of shapes.
· Calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles.
· Calculate, estimate and compare volume of cubes and cuboids using standard units, including cubic centimetres and cubic metres.

Ratio and proportion:
· Solve problems involving the relative sizes of two quantities where missing values can be found by using integer multiplication and division facts.
· Solve problems involving similar shapes where the scale factor is known or can be found.
· Solve problems involving unequal sharing and grouping using knowledge of fractions and multiples.

	Science
	Working Scientifically:
· Children will plan and carry out a range of scientific enquiries to develop their working scientifically skills.
· Children will learn how to make scientific predictions, plan and record scientific enquiries and how to write conclusions.
Evolution and Inheritance:
· Children will learn about variation and inheritance and discuss how animals and plants are adapted to their environment.
· We will also consider the ways that adaptation may lead to evolution through our study of The Molliebird by Jules Pottle.
· Through studying the work of Charles Darwin, children will recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils can provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago.
Animals Including Humans:
· Children will identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood  
· We will discuss the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function and describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans.  
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	History
	Victorians.
· Children will learn who Queen Victoria was and about some of the key events and inventions during her lifetime.
· Children will learn about the changes in industry during the Victorian era that brought people from rural areas into cities during the Industrial Revolution.
· Alongside our study of the novel Street Child by Berlie Doherty in literacy, children will learn about the dirty, crowded conditions many people, including children, had to work in during this time.
· We will also study what was important to Victorians- their culture, religious beliefs and ideas. We will focus on the lives of children and how different children’s lives could be between rich and poor families.

	Earthquakes and Volcanoes:
· Through our study of Earthquakes and Volcanoes children will consolidate their knowledge of map symbols, keys, the compass rose and 4-6 figure grid references.
· Throughout the unit they will use maps and atlases to locate countries and describe features studied.
· They will also describe and understand key aspects of physical geography and human geography of the areas in which earthquakes and volcanoes are present.
· Children will learn how locations around the world are changing and explain some of the reasons for change by studying the causes of earthquakes and volcanic eruptions.
· We will also collect and analyse statistics and other information in order to draw clear conclusions about the areas in which earthquakes and volcanoes occur.
